Protestant Scholar Caught Lying


Albert J. Sanders, D.D is an Evangelical Scholar that wrote a booklet comparing Evangelical and Catholic doctrines. At first Dr. Sanders present the Catholic faith fairly. However, in chapter 9 about Mary, he did what other Protestant scholars would not do, adding and subtracting words from one of the documents of the Catholic Church. In page 36 of the booklet he quoted Lumen Gentium No.56, this is what he wrote;

"entirely holy and free from all stain of sin, fashioned by the Holy Spirit into a kind of a new substance and new creature." (p. 36-37)

For unsuspecting readers nothing is wrong on the said quotation, but compare it with Lumen Gentium No.56, you will notice how Dr. Sanders tried to deceive the people.

"Entirely holy and free from all stain of sin, as though fashioned by the Holy Spirit and formed as a new creature." (Vat.II, Conciliar and Post conciliar documents, p.415, Flannery)

In his booklet the word "as though" was omitted and the word "new substance" was inserted. This totally changes the entire meaning of the statement. This act of dishonesty proves that Protestants are desperate to destroy the true Church, the Catholic Church.
